Whatever your 
outdoor pursuit, Borough Line Park has the facilities 
to ensure an enjoyable visit.

Emmaus Parks Spotlight—
Borough Line Park 
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The Emmaus Commemorative Gardens Foundation (ECGF) has a far-reaching vision 
for creating remembrance opportunities in the borough.  To this end, the ECGF has 

now partnered with the Emmaus Veterans Committee (EVC), the premier veteran’s 
organization in our region, to offer veteran bricks to the members of our local veter-
ans posts (American Legion Post 191, Catholic War Vets Post 1067 and the Veterans 
of Foreign Wars Post 7088). The Veteran’s Walk is a dedicated walkway space set 
aside for bricks specifically purchased to honor past, current, and future veterans.  It 

is our intention to install seven beautifully engraved 8x8 bricks in the Veteran’s Walkway to represent the five 
branches of the United States Armed Services and include an American flag brick and a brick for the POW/
MIAs of all wars. 
 
The ECGF is a group of faithful volunteers who have worked hard for over five years to create a quiet and 
beautiful space for everyone who wishes to place a remembrance brick, bench or tree to honor someone for 
their birthday, graduation, retirement, service to America, anniversary, or passing. The 
Remembrance Garden is almost 1/2 acre in size, and includes a rose garden, a perennial 
herb garden, a shade tree area, benches, and a pergola all of which are done in a Mora-
vianesque style.

Tax Collector Information 

The Tax Collector’s office 
is located on the second 
floor of Town Hall at 28 
South 4th Street. Town 
Hall is accessible to the 
handicapped with a ramp 

at the front of the building and elevator access to 
all floors. The Tax Collector’s phone number is 
(610) 967-4598. A drop box is located at the 4th 
Street entrance, at the top of the ramp. 
 
Borough Real Estate tax bills will be mailed on 
April 1st and will be the same as last year. The 
discount period ends on the last day of May with 
the face amount of the tax due by the end of July. 
School tax bills will be mailed on July 1st. The 
discount period ends on the last day of August 

with the face amount of the tax due by the end of Oc-
tober. All taxes are due by the last day of December. 
 
Office hours are 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and the office 
will remain open over the lunch hour. The office will 
be open at least every Tuesday and Wednesday, April 
through July. It will also be opened every weekday 
during the last two weeks of the discount period, from 
May 21 to May 31, and the last two weeks before the 
face amount is due, from July 17 to July 31. The office 
is also open by appointment. Fall hours will be posted 

in July. The Tax Collector’s office will be closed for 

vacation from June 17th to June 23rd. 

 
Since this is a one-person office and the tax collector 
must occasionally leave to go to the bank, the post of-
fice, or run other errands, you may want to call first. 
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Emmaus Farmers’ Market 

            The Emmaus Farmers’ Market, a seasonal, producer-only market, will open Sunday, May 6th 
and offer its wares of locally produced foods and farm products every Sunday from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. 
until the Sunday before Thanksgiving. It is held in the parking lot of KNBT at 235 Main Street be-
tween 2nd & 3rd Streets in downtown Emmaus and offers incomparable freshness, quality, and variety 
including produce, flowers, plants, baked goods, honey, cheeses, and meats from over 20 local farmers 
and producers. 

 
            “The market is more than just a place to shop,” declared Julie Hughes, a local resident and regular cus-
tomer at the Farmer’s market.  “I come here to see friends, learn about new foods, and connect with the local 
community.  Plus, it’s great for the kids to see that food doesn’t grow in plastic boxes, the way it seems to in 
the big supermarkets.” 
 
            The market provides tables for community groups to get their word out, cooking demonstrations by lo-
cal celebrity chefs, and musical entertainment. 
 
            Hughes continued, “My family often makes a day of the market.  I visit each of the farm-
ers’ stands, getting snacks for my kids and stocking up on the week’s groceries.  We listen to the 
music, with a cappuccino from one of the local cafés, and catch up with neighbors on all the recent 
happenings.  I love it!” 

The Borough of Emmaus is recreating a beloved program that ended many years ago by sponsoring a summer 
parks program from June 25th to August 3rd. Residents aged 5 – 14 years are welcome to attend from 9:00 am 
to Noon, Monday through Friday at Community Park and Boro Line Park.

If you have been storing hazardous waste products in your home, Lehigh County will be offering special drop-
off disposal dates. Dates for 2007 have not been scheduled yet. To be added to its mailing list or to receive in-

formation about scheduling drop off appointments, please call 610-799-4177 x 229  
Items not accepted: latex paints, motor oil, antifreeze, car batteries, medical waste, ammunition, and propane 
tanks. If you have any of these items, you may call the Lehigh County Solid Waste Office to find out how to 
dispose of these items.  610-799-4177 

Items accepted: oil-based paints, paint thinner, turpentine, stains, varnishes, batteries, gasoline, gas/oil mix, 
kerosene, mercury, thermometers, fluorescent tubes, roof tar, driveway sealer, pool/spa chemicals, photo 
chemicals, insecticides/pesticides, weed killers, fertilizers, and glues/adhesives. 

Lehigh County-Household Hazardous Waste 
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            Over the last several years, Lehigh County has spent an average 
of $80.00 per participant at each of its scheduled household hazardous 
waste events. With an average of a little over 500 people participating at 
each event several times per year to dispose of items like pesticides, her-
bicides, pool chemicals, paint and so on, it’s easy to see how costly a 

program like this can be for Lehigh County taxpayers.   
            Early in the program Lehigh County provided a permanent facility, located on the south side of Allen-
town, to drop off of these materials. Due to the growing success of the program, it evolved into its current for-
mat: contracted single day drop off events where residents are scheduled for specific time slots, just like a doc-
tor’s office, to maximize efficiency and minimize costs. The County continues the program due to high de-
mand from its residents. Costs are met through tax dollars, Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protec-
tion grants, and donations from various local environmentally minded businesses and institutions. 
            What is household hazardous waste and why is it important to dispose of it properly? The best way to 
determine if a product is hazardous is to read the label. If it contains words like poison, danger, warning, cau-
tion, toxic, flammable, corrosive, or reactive, it is hazardous. One problem that occurs all too frequently is 
when two chemicals combine and react, resulting in a fire in the back of a local garbage truck. The truck usu-
ally has to dump its load on the ground, and the local HAZ-MAT team is called in for the clean-up. If you 
want to dispose of household hazardous waste, consider contacting the Lehigh County Office of Solid Waste 
Management and be placed on the mailing list for the next scheduled event. To date, there has been no charge 
to the participants of the current program.   
            There are alternative solutions to storing these types of items in our homes. One is simply to use the 
items for their originally intended use. If you can’t use it all, then offer it to a friend or relative rather than go-
ing out and buying the same product. Another suggestion is to use alternative non-hazardous products. For ex-
ample: ants won’t cross a line of cinnamon and is a great way to keep them out of your house; ketchup can be 
used as a metal polish and does not harm the environment; topdressing your lawn in the fall with high quality 
organic compost is a great way to fertilize without adding harsh chemicals, the results of which are evident at 
several local golf courses as well as many high school, university, and county owned athletic fields. 
            One item that is frequently listed for disposal, but is not hazardous, is latex paint. Latex paint is water 
based and can be disposed of safely by leaving the lid off and allowing it to dry before placing it out with your 
regular trash. Remember to leave the lid off so that the hauler knows its no longer in liquid form. Latex paint is 
not accepted through the County program. Other recycling programs are available to residents such as the elec-
tronics recycling drop off program. For a full list of programs, contact the Lehigh County Office of Solid 
Waste Management at (610) 799-4177 or check on the web at www.lehighcounty.org. 
            The best way to keep our water clean and our environment safe is to not let these items find their way 
into it in the first place. 
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Our waste hauler, Waste Management, does not collect yard waste.  But, yard waste pick up is available 
through the Emmaus Public Works Department. 
 

Residents desiring curbside yard waste collection must use the following procedure: 

 
From Monday, April 9, 2007 through Thursday, November 8, 2007 yard waste will be collected by Public 

Works personnel on Mondays and Thursdays, except holidays. 
 

Yard waste must be placed at the curb in approved yard waste bags, which can be purchased for $1.00 each at 
Wentz Hardware Store, 225 Main Street. Yard waste is limited to organic biodegradable materials such as 
grass, leaves, hedge trimmings, leafy plants and small sticks and twigs. Bags contaminated with stones or trash 
will not be accepted. Separate grass, twigs and hedge trimmings into different bags.
