Not just during 
the day time but also during the evening and overnight hours.  If we can’t find you, we can’t 
help you. 
 

Emmaus Fire Department is looking for volunteer fire fighters. Training is provided along with a yearly physical 
given by Lehigh Valley Hospital/Health Works. Once you achieve active status all that is required is your time to  
respond to weekly training sessions held every Tuesday evening starting at 7 pm and to respond to emergency calls 
when dispatched. We average 30 to 35 calls per month. If you do not feel up to the challenge of becoming a fire 
fighter, we need fire police to assist in directing traffic around an incident. A 16 hour basic fire police class is offered 
through the local community college. 
 

Don’t forget we sell hoagies (Italian and Turkey) every third Wednesday of the month. You can order by calling the 
Department at 610-967-5630 by the second Wednesday of the month. PRICE IS STILL THE SAME: $2.50 each.

September is Emergency Preparedness Month; make sure you have a safety kit packed and ready with enough food, 
water and medication for three days minimum.  More information can be found on-line at fema.gov or contact the 
Department.  Don’t forget about your pets; add food and copies of their vaccination records to your kit. 
 

We are celebrating our 50th Year of conducting Fire Prevention programs this October and throughout the 
year.  Over the past 50 years we have been conducting our annual Fire Prevention Program to various day-
care centers, three local elementary schools (Lincoln, St Ann’s and Jefferson) and to various businesses 
and senior high-rise apartment complexes.  These programs are the key to preventing fires, teaching the 
children how to get out and stay out, and has reduced the injuries and death of our citizens. 

 

As you drive by our training facility, you may have noticed a few of us working and moving things around.  We re-
cently received a grant from Lehigh County for improvements to our facility.  This fall we will be adding a new 4 
story training tower with a 2 story residential unit and a one story room.  If you see us working and would like to 
know more, please feel free to stop in.  You may be wondering what the large concrete slab is for; that will now be 
our vehicle extrication area. We have installed pole lights that were donated by a local construction company around 
the area.  Our flashover unit has been moved to the lower end, and where the vehicles are now will be the new loca-
tion of our building. 
 

You also may have driven by our station and noticed changes to our garage doors.  The present doors are 28 years old 
and we can no longer get parts to repair them. We have decided to go to smaller doors that are insulated and will be 
energy efficient during the winter months.

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Curbside Yard Waste Bag Pickup 

Our refuse hauler, Waste Management, does not collect 
yard waste, but yard waste pickup is available through 
the Emmaus Public Works Department. 
 

Residents desiring curbside yard waste collection 
must use the following procedure: 
From now until Thursday, November 6, 2008 yard 
waste will be collected by Public Works personnel on 
Mondays and Thursdays, except holidays. Yard waste 
must be placed at the curb in approved yard waste bags, 
which can be purchased for $1.00 each at Wentz  
Hardware Store, 225 Main Street. Yard waste is limited 
to organic biodegradable materials such as grass, 

leaves, hedge trimmings, leafy plants and small sticks and 
twigs. Bags contaminated with stones or trash will not be 
accepted. Separate grass, twigs and hedge trimmings into 
different bags.

Window glass, mirror glass, Pyrex or Corning Ware glass, 
ceramic glass, light bulbs. 
Cardboard 
Plastic bags and plastic tubs 
Food wastes or trash 
These items are no longer marketable and must be re-
moved from the rest of the recyclable materials.

Safety Notification—Sewer Infiltration Inspections 

The Emmaus Borough Public Works Department is continuing their sanitary sewer inspections. This ongoing project 
is to eliminate any rainwater from discharging into the sanitary sewer system and ultimately being transported and 
treated at the Allentown Sewage Treatment Plant. 
For your own safety, please do not allow anyone into your home unless you have received a letter from the Public 
Works Department asking you to schedule an appointment for an inspector to come to your home. The inspector  
arrives at the scheduled time, in an Emmaus Borough vehicle and will have proper identification. NO INSPECTOR 
WILL COME TO YOUR HOME WITHOUT AN APPOINTMENT. 

A property owner is responsible from the front curbline to the rear property curbline. Please help keep our community 
beautiful by maintaining the weeds at your curb.  

Ordinance 675, Chapter 10, Part 3, Section 301 states that weeds and grass may not exceed 6” in height. After given 
proper notification and failure to cut the grass and/or weeds within the allotted 5 days of notification, the property 
owner may be subject to a fine of up to $300 per offense per day, together with costs for removing, spraying, trim-
ming or cutting by the Borough or its contractor. The delinquent property owner is also responsible for associated 
costs, plus administrative and legal fees as permitted by law. 

Ordinance 675, Chapter 25, Section 105 requires that any tree on private property or along the streets or alleys must 
have a clear height of 14 feet over the streets and 10 feet over the sidewalk. Also, any trees, shrubs or hedges located 
in the clear sight triangle cannot exceed 2 feet above grade. After given proper notification and failure to trim over-
grown trees within the allotted 10 days of notification the property owner may be subject to a fine of up to $300 per 
offense per day, together with costs of trimming by the Borough or its contractor. The delinquent property owner is 
also responsible for associated costs, plus administrative and legal fees as permitted by law.
