2009 Anniversary Celebration Committee
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Upper Milford Township
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Before the winter most homeowners clear out the plants that are fading
and get ready to rake the falling leaves. We place some mulch around the flower or vegetable beds. Ru-
ral landowners thin out some brush and distribute the cuttings and leaves as compost. There is that last
mowing pass on the lawn areas and then cleaning and storing the mower, to start all over again in the
spring. What if someone suggested that next year, you mow less, and let more plants grow? Would you
say, that’s crazy! Or ask why ? what do you mean?

If you have a piece of land with a creek flowing through it, you would mow less to establish a “streamside
buffer” also known as a “riparian buffer”. “Riparian” meaning “along the river” and a buffer is a perma-
nent area of trees and plants adjacent to the stream providing a protective transition zone between water
and land uses.

The benefits of keeping vegetation along the stream channel are many:

e Shade trees keep the water cooler in the summer

e Plants and shrubs hold the bank and reduce erosion

e Cooler water with less sediment in it means better water quality

e Vegetation intercepts variety of pollutants from stormwater runoff

e Stable banks and better water quality provide a habitat corridor for wildlife in the stream and along
the land

e Not mowing to the water’s edge means less noise, fuel use, fumes and work.

It may take two seasons to develop the beauty of a riparian buffer zone. The ideal is to have Pennsylvania
native trees and plants grow along the stream and keep the invasive plants away. Once established, the
butterflies, frogs, turtles and birds will come on their own. A defined corridor that is safe for other wildlife
will offer them passage through the property away from the house.

In many communities, the ordinances require a “no-build” zone along water bodies and wetlands ranging
anywhere from 20 feet to as much as 75 feet because this riparian buffer protects against flood damage.

If you have looked at the stream or creek through your property and realize that it dries up and looks
pretty plain and empty of life in the hot summer months, or the streambank seems to be washing away
more during every heavy rain, consider growing a riparian buffer next year.

There are many sources of information available for assistance in determining how to start, what distance
from the stream to set aside, or what native plants to seed. Some of these sources are The Wildlands
Conservancy at www.wildlandspa.org , your local watershed group or your local Environmental Advisory
Council such as the Borough of Emmaus — Upper Milford Township Joint Environmental Advisory Council
which can be contacted through Jeff Clapper at the Borough of Emmaus (610-965-9288) or Dan Delong
at Upper Milford Township (610-966-3223).
